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Summary Executive
Recommendations for Alcoholic Beverage Exemption
from Ordinary Goods Agreement

Alcoholic beverages are a harmful product to health, which causes many social problems
for the drinkers and those involved. The most effective way to reduce drinking is to set measures
for reduction of drinking and problems such as increasing prices and restrictions on the purchase
(such as limited time of sale; conditions of sale and service; and minimum age) and stricter laws
and implementation on anti-drunk driving. However, the alcohol consumption control at the
national and local levels are at lower level compared to international trend due to the government
treats alcohol products like common ordinary goods in the free trade era. Moreover, the
government did not try to put an effort to strengthen alcohol control.

Alcohol industry has strong influential corporate power. Alcoholic beverages production is
under the control of large multinational corporations, such as beer, distilled spirits, and wine.
Trans-national corporations are Diageo, Scottish and Newcastle, and Pernod Ricard, which
focusing on promoting and advertising global brands. Trans-national corporations and global
brands have strong corporate power. Their powerful political leverages are in the forms of mass
production and niche-market.

According to Free Trade Agreement regulatory terms, decision on what measures are
more important uses the rule of obligation commitment over public policy. Framework Convention
on Tobacco Control is one example of the standard which should be applied for alcoholic
beverage industry, since alcoholic beverages are products which should be excluded from all

levels of free trade agreement, due to the harmful health effects.

Changes of global trends, popular regional trends, and free trade, the measures to control
the production and import are necessary for government policies in careful commitment to trade
agreements. This study’s title, Recommendations for Exemption of Alcoholic Beverage from
General Free Trade Agreement, focuses on 3 factors. They are, rationales for not allowing
alcohol industry to be listed on Stock Exchange of Thailand (SET); exemption of alcohol products
from free trade agreement, which study on alcohol import situation and impact of present free
trade agreement; and final point is to set up Framework Convention on Alcohol Control according

to Thailand ratification of the framework convention on tobacco control. If this concept is
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implemented for international alcohol control, it will allow each country to cooperate in multi-lateral
agreement for exemption of alcohol products from free trade agreement. This will include the
obligation for both commercial and marketing operations according to international law as in
framework convention on tobacco control. Recommendations to exempt alcoholic beverages from
the general free trade agreement will be a guide to reduce public health problems, which all

concerned parties should be aware of

Research Method

The researcher uses multidisciplinary approach to examine both the legal frameworks
(both corporate and international laws), economics (international trade), and political sciences
(public policy). The research was conducted in the forms of, 1) a state-of-the-art documentary
review analyzing evaluations from documents, such as World Health Organization documents,
Center for Alcohol Study documents, and reviews of countries which cooperate in trade
agreement; 2) Statistical analysis of the alcoholic beverages imports recorded values by
Department of Customs; and 3) qualitative study through interviewing representatives of

stakeholders involved in the public health and law.

Results of the study
1. Excluding alcoholic beverages industry from stock markets: it should not be viewed as a
common ordinary product to be listed on the Stock Exchange.

In the stock market, the market mechanism determines the product quality for making
profit. Stock prices fluctuate according to the rules of supply and demand. In 1995 (BE. 2538)
there were rule to consider three categories of business which were forbidden from listing on the
Stock Exchange of Thailand, including i) private education business ii) sugar-related business and
iii) alcoholic beverages industry. However, in the present the rule had been cancelled. The three

categories of business could enter the stock market. They are able to raise corporate capital.

The beneficiary of alcohol industry listing on the Stock Exchange is the stock holders of
the industry. Alcoholic beverage industry in the world listed on stock exchange in three forms:
Company registered as alcoholic beverages company, Beer Company, and general beverage
company. They are included in a list of 382 companies. The world's giant companies such as
AmBev, SABMiller plc, DIAGEO plc, Heineken N.V., etc. all has highest sales in the world, and
they are listed as common beverages companies. It shows that they have a broad product lines

which they produce more than just alcoholic beverages or beer.
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Social movements against a company trying to be listed on the stock market can be
viewed positively as good phenomenon for society to learn and weigh consequences between
economic necessity and public health problems. The report from the National Statistical Office and
Center for Alcohol Study in Thailand indicates that Thai youths start drinking beer at younger age
every year. Therefore, listing of this alcohol industry will affect the drinking behavior of this group.
Currently, students aged 11-12 years started drinking alcohol in Thailand. Another concern is that
not only boys are drinking but many girls are drinking as well.

The reasons for forbidding the alcohol company from being listed on the Stock Exchange of
Thailand are:

1. Enforcement of alcohol control laws is not very strict, and the alcohol industry can create
a highly negative impact.

2. Big alcohol industry will be the largest investor. It will raise capital to expand business,
increase production, and sales. The price of alcoholic beverage would decrease and increase the
number of consumers. Other alcohol companies will follow and enter the stock exchange of
Thailand, in order not to be at competitive disadvantage. In the future, all related business such
as sale/distribution agency, places of sales or pubs, nightclubs and bars can raise funds from the
stock exchange also.

3. Alcohol Industry propose its social responsibility by trying to persuade "Drinking
appropriately, rather than not drinking.

In Thailand, government agencies regulating and controlling the liquor business deemed
not effective. From past experiences, policies issued were not safe from political business. This is
because there are “corrupted policy”, due to minor producers are affected by monopoly from
government permit. Thailand does not have check and balance between society and business.
Policy and regulation mechanism is at risk from corporate power interference.

Besides reducing risk in stock exchange, raising capital in the stock market would have
allies to protect corporate interest. For Thailand, agencies which supervise and control the
alcohol business are considered not effective compared to other countries. Due to lack of work
transparency, various ministries such as Ministry of Public Health, Ministry of Industry, and
Ministry of Finance, all work to protect their individual interests, and counterbalance the power

each other.

Policy implications and recommendations for legal change

According to “Securities and Exchange Act (No. 4) Act B.E.2551”

1. Under Section 5, it is considered inadequate. There are recommendations to improve
the authoritative power of Stock Exchange Board, and the Board should introduce the clause,
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“Not allowing related business, such as manufacturing business and harmful health products
businesses, such as tobacco, and alcohol products, or products which has stimulating effects to
the body, etc.

2. Under section 8, 31/7, it is considered inadequate. There are recommendations to
improve the elements of the SET Commission and the expert panel. If this is a case of health
damage products such as alcohol or tobacco products or stimulating substance, etc., the SET
Board must include a working group authorized to examine the health-related products or
suspicious products, such as Department of Medical Licensure, Faculty of Pharmacy, State
University, and Food and Drug Administration If there are food-safety issues, pharmaceutical &
harmful health products.

3. Under section 13, this is also considered inadequate. A proposal to the Board of
Directors is to authorize the SET not consider the registration, or revoking license/registration. If
the case involves harmful-health products such as tobacco, alcohol or similar products, and
stimulating substances, etc.

Interpretation of the law cannot be interpreted as written but has to be interpreted
according to the spirit of the law. This means that the law has to be concerned about health
dimension, which includes health of individual, community, and holistic health. Interpretation
according to legalistic method needs to be connected with constitution, which the state has to
take care and protect health of the people. State must recognize and value the public health
interest. The SET board has to declare “no conflict of interest” in the business of manufacturing
and service industry which is harmful to health such as alcohol, tobacco, and stimulant
substances, etc. The government should consider not allowing them to take part in considering

public health policy or drafting of the bills related to those harmful products.

2. Free Trade Agreement related to alcohol products and recommendations on alcohol
products exemption from general trade agreements

The objective of this research is to propose recommendations excluding alcoholic
beverage from free trade agreements. As it has been mentioned earlier that alcohol was a
harmful health product, and effects of drinking lead to loss of life, disability, and social and
economic problems such as violence, etc. The obligation to follow free trade agreement can be
maintained for ordinary goods, but alcohol products should be excluded. If there is reconsideration
after cancellation and revoking of framework convention implementation, it was found that,

1. Principles of termination or withdrawal from the Treaty (Article 54) must be in
accordance with the provisions of the Treaty.

2. Member States Parties must all be agreed, after consultation with the state already.
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If the imported product is affecting the security, moral, and ethics in society, life, and
health of the nation, the state can exclude or withdraw the product from the free trade agreement.
The government can impose the tax on alcohol with legitimacy. It would mean that Thailand has
to accept the limitation of alcohol production, both domestic and international, in a direction that is
not different. (To be considered non-barrier).

The result of free trade agreements before 2006 (B.E. 2549) has caused the negotiations
and trade agreements by Thailand, to become a socially conflict issue. There were social
advocate movements strongly against FTA. Many of the parliamentary sub-committees
investigated and follow-up on policies and monitoring government procedures in this matter on a
continual basis. This is in order to solve problems which happened before, prevent future
problems, and improve the content of the constitution in order to keep up to date with the
changing environment of politics and economy, both domestically and internationally. Finally,
there was an amendment of article 224 of the Constitution Act, 2540 B.E., and it became article
190 of the Constitution Act, 2550 B.E. in the present.

Trade statistics of importing alcoholic beverages by Thailand from ASEAN countries, is in
a relatively small proportion, only 10.9 percent of total imports. Most of imported alcoholic
beverages by Thailand is from the European Union, with a ratio as high as 72.9 percent of all
imported alcoholic beverages. Majority of imported alcoholic beverages are products with high
price per unit, such as whiskey from United Kingdom (Scotland) and wine from France. In the
eyes of protectionist, free trade will likely lead to expansion of harmful health products, especially
alcohol. Effective trade which increases alcoholic beverage volume is considered a policy mistake.

Negotiation and signing of a free trade agreement is a separate issue from taking the
benefit from the adoption of the agreement in reality. In the past, Thailand has not fully gained
advantage from the FTA, such as reducing import tariff to 0% in ASEAN free trade agreement
since 2003. But presently, it did not change trade pattern between Thailand and ASEAN countries
much. In addition, the rate of AFTA benefits remains low.

- According to the framework of ASEAN trade agreement, alcohol and tobacco imported
duty rate drops to 0% in 2010.

- According to the framework of Thai - Australian trade agreement, all liquor (except wine)
and tobacco products, rate of import duty is reduced to 0% in 2010. For wine product, import duty
rate will be reduced to 0% by the year 2015.

- According to the Economic Partnership framework of Thai - Japanese agreements,
import duty rate of most alcohol products will be reduced to 0% in 2017. For beer, cider and

whiskey, import duty rate will be reduced to 0% by 2012.
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Besides from the impact of reducing tariffs and excise taxes on imported alcoholic
beverages, another important effect is social problems. As a result of cheap ASEAN alcohol price
for the consumers, they have many selections from international brands. This will result in higher
drinking volume which leads to harmful health of the people.

It is necessary for the government to have protective measures against the domestic
alcohol beverage industry, and protect the health of consumers simultaneously, by quality control
and inspection of imported alcoholic beverages from abroad on a regular basis. Moreover,
government should monitor and prevent illegal products from ASEAN members to take advantage
from the trade agreement. The officials have to strictly check and inspect the certificate according
to the rule of origin for the product from member countries, to ensure that these products are
produced with raw materials and process within ASEAN countries, with a total value of not less
than 40 percent of product value. More importantly, the government needs to conduct regular
campaigns and implement actions to reduce the consumption of alcohol by the people, in order to
prevent or reduce social problems which would increase in future.

Policy implications and suggestion for excluding alcohol from free trade agreement

Recommendations for alcoholic beverage exemption from ordinary goods agreement to
prevent the fund raising of the liquor trade in the wider public circle, especially in the stock
exchange market and free trade among countries, with duty-free imports and unlimited imported
volume. These will have effects on increasing drinking problems in the future. The comments from
the perspective of academics, both legal, and alcohol and tobacco operational control, has the
following results,

1. It is not easy to block harmful health products from abroad or prohibiting alcohol and
tobacco industry to enter stock market. If the industry is being listed on stock exchange, or it is
part of the signed free trade agreement, it is very difficult for the government to retreat from the
obligation of the agreement.

2. The issue on legal content, according the Stock Exchange of Thailand Act, should limit
harmful health products and public health sector must have measures on controlling or has
authority in protecting public health. Interpretation of the law must not be interpreted as written
only, but should also be interpreted according to public health concerns, including individual
health, community health, and holistic health. According to legal interpretation method, it should
be linked to the constitution, which the government must take care and protecting health of the
people and value public health.

The board committee of the Stock Exchange must include members who are in public
health sector, and has authority to examine health issues such as department of Medical

Licensing, faculty of Pharmacy in the state university, and Food and Drug Administration. This is
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in the case if any company with food, drugs and harmful health products, requests to be listed in
the stock market.

3. The process of negotiations must be well-planned, by informing the public and having
in hand the research evaluation of the free trade agreement. Evaluating agency should be
established and set up socio-economic indicators. If the evaluation result is not good, the
contract should be canceled or suspended.

4. Representative of government must act through parliament and preparation of public
hearing. The elements of negotiations should include public sector stakeholders also. Preparation
process and agenda setting should be done in advance. Permission considerations and approval,
including contract signing should be conducted carefully, and should not take effect immediately.

5. The free trade agreement influences new legal framework in monitoring foreign
investment, which specific mechanism is canceled. Therefore, foreign industry is able to invest
freely. At present, ratio of shareholdings has been discontinued by the law, in order for foreign
businessmen can invest freely, with no discrimination. For example, according to Foreign
Business Entrepreneur Act, indicates that Thailand has amended laws as follows.

"Article 10, article 5, article 8, article 15, article 17 and article 18 does not apply to foreign
businessmen under this Act, which is authorized by the government of the Kingdom of Thailand.
This provisional act is reciprocal for Thais who engage in business under this Act, by the treaties
that Thailand is a party or is bound by its obligations, to be exempted from the enforcement, and
in accordance with the provisions and conditions of the treaty.

Thailand has amended the law to exclude articles 5, 8, 15, 17, and 18 shall be applied to
foreign investors who are entitled under the agreements or treaties that Thailand has made its
commitment. Therefore there are needs to study if there are any laws which are excluded for
aliens who are eligible under a special agreement.

From the above section, when analyzing the effect that Thailand will have, such as
exemption of article 5, which is cancellation the authority to scrutinize the investment of foreign
businessmen, in such an important consideration regarding "Consideration of the advantages and
disadvantages for the safety and security of the country, economic and social development of the
country, public order or public morality, culture, and customs of the country, conservation of
natural resources, energy and environmental protection, consumers’ protection, size of business,
hiring labors, and technology transfer”, "which is not good for the country in the long run.
Moreover, Thailand has to cancel ratio of foreign stockholders and Thai stockholders, since
according to free trade agreement, it allows foreign investors to take 100% of the stocks.
Therefore, article 15, which stipulates that foreign entrepreneur can not conduct business unless

there is at least 40% of a stock owned by Thai or juristic person as business partner, is cancelled.
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6. Commitments or obligation of the treaty come in several forms, both having immediate
binding after signing, or returned for reviewing the ratification after signing. If the contract is
brought back to review for ratification, it will allow time for Thailand to review the agreement
before making final decision. In case of bilateral agreement, the free trade contract may be
terminated immediately. However, both countries have binding for a while, since binding effect is
for 10 years. In case of multilateral negotiations, denunciations have to be done in multilateral
meetings and consensus from all members would be needed before exemption request would be
honored or provision for reservation is approved.

7. Staff in the Ministry of Public Health does not imposed strong authority because the
law does not provide authority. The response of public health agencies are mostly passive action
such as treatment of the sick from drinking and smoking. The academics in public health sector of
Government University are not invited to give opinions on the free trade agreement, regarding
harmful health products/substances. At the same time, officials of Ministry of Commerce focus
mainly on economic data, which is used for forecasting the profit and revenue figures. But they
don’t know about harmful products and expenditure for treatment of illnesses related to these
products.

8. Effective tax policy, even it is considered as the best tool, but in the past tax collection
system in Thailand is inefficient, especially for white liquor with high degree of alcohol which
highly harmful to health. But government receives less amount for both custom and excise taxes.
When the Free Trade Agreement is taking effects, only excise tax, instead of two types of taxes in
the past, can be collected.

9. Policy makers should not allow the alcohol industry to "sit at negotiating table," for
influencing self-regulated policies.

10. To prepare for a proposal and recommendations for exemption of alcohol product
from general commercial agreements, must consider the following. Public Health is on the
opposite side with the alcohol beverage industry. Therefore, health sector needs to set up
challenging strategy to control the industry. Moreover, media should be a good ally to help and
support in alcohol control. Preparation is as follows:

- Public should be informed about cost, and negative effect of alcohol products in general
trade, because alcohol is a harmful health product.

- The impact of tax exemption on alcoholic beverage transactions as general goods.

- Case study of successful countries which are successful in exemption of alcohol

products from free trade agreement for general goods.
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- Increasing the existing tax regularly to reduce the consumption of these harmful
products (because free trade agreement has eliminated import tariffs), otherwise these products
will have lower price and increasing consumption volume.

- Increasing stakeholder partnerships, and civil society in the broader sense (schools,
clergy — temple, women, private organization - NGOs, media, etc.) Pressure from civil society
must be strong and serious. The fight against the alcohol industry and politicians is not easy.
Government agencies cannot do much because politicians have influenced over government

officials.

3. Guidelines for Framework Convention on Alcohol Control

The arrangements for agreement on alcoholic beverage control to develop the Framework
Convention on Alcohol Control, is one way to create awareness in international level. Public
health officials need to oppose against free trade agreements, which seek to expand markets,
reduce prices, and weakening domestic alcohol control measures. Framework Convention on
Alcohol Control is trying to balance and find an alternatives in trade. Policies and provisions of the
agreement provide guidelines to protect public health better than no treaty at all. Moreover,
Framework Convention on Alcohol Control will protect countries in permitting countries to pass
technical regulations to protect public health in international level, by indicating minimum standard
measures.

However, alcohol problems in the global trade arena, not only affect the supply of alcohol
to increase, but it also lead to lower tax collection. Trade liberalization affects the alcohol
beverage’s nationality in ASEAN Free Trade Agreements. This is an early example of the
beginning of trade liberalization. Moreover, alcohol products also affect health. The government,
as a representative of the country must point out alcohol problems and speak out by suggesting
the following ideas.

1. Global treaty on alcohol (Global Treaty on alcohol) must have a framework
convention on alcohol control, to set up basic standard on alcohol control.

2. World Trade Agreement must set up special guidelines for alcoholic beverages,
to ensure that the agreement will not be used to make health worse, but to
safeguard health.

3. The duty-free tax and duty-free zone to promote the manufacturing sector should
not be used for alcohol products.

If there is exemption of alcohol products from free trade, government does not need to
find health measures to control trade measures. Tobacco companies and alcohol companies

cannot sue control measures by the government. Moreover, bilateral free trade between US-

Vietnam and US-Jordan, exempt tobacco from the agreement. Malaysia also aspires to be able to
get tobacco and alcohol from bilateral agreement between Malaysia-US, but as found resistance
from the United States trade representative.

In order to prevent harmful alcohol products, counter interference from alcohol industry, and risks
from globalization, countries with low and moderate income have to find ways to control these
risks. Bargaining process which focuses on inter-country’s interest must be expanded. Member
states must support and response to this goal. Demand from NGOs must increase domestically
and internationally. Using international law to achieve cooperation is an urgent priority to frame
the alcohol control's convention.

In 2000 -2005, the Thai representatives had significant role in the negotiations on the

Framework Convention on Tobacco Control, or FCTC, at the World Health Organization in
Geneva. It became a successful first global health agreement, and took effect since 2005.
Several countries followed the example by passing tobacco control measures. However, there
are many countries which do not ratify and become a member party in FCTC, such as
Switzerland.
Although FTCT was quite successful, but the United States is not a member party, due to strong
opposition from American tobacco companies, which does not want to lose business profits.
However, more than half of all the states in the United States, enacted law to restrict smoking in
public places. Smoking control measures can be considered as trade barriers, such as banning
advertisements, prohibiting selling of cigarettes in duty-free shops, etc. At the same time, anti-
tobacco group moves ahead by taking care of contraband cigarettes, and sue the tobacco
industry in the court of law.

Although the framework Convention on Tobacco Control is difficult, and time consuming,
but alcohol control is more difficult. Success is the results of commitment in implementation
control at national and international levels. There will be serious battle with alcohol industry for
sure.

Discussion

Countries which accepted international trade agreements on alcohol products such as
GATT and GATS, will consider alcohol as an ordinary product. WTO enforces GATT and GATS,
which weakened public health measures regarding alcohol product control in many countries.
This happens in developed and developing countries. Developing countries do not have strength
in fighting with WTO, and yet being threatened with economic sanctions.

Alcohol Market expansion by alcohol industry, will make the price of alcohol products
cheaper, to reach target business goal. The facts found in developing society indicated that

alcohol industry and business allies will increase concentrated efforts, in lobbying for various
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activities, as a consultant to governments. Effects of free trade agreements results in protecting
business interests through international law by using the arbitration system which Thailand lost
bargaining power. Therefore, Thailand was at disadvantage and unable to claim anything, since
FTA is an international law with intention to enforce other member states, and it is beyond the
provisions of the Constitution. If agreement is canceled after taking effect, the Thai government
would lose huge amounts of money to pay for compensation due to not following the contract’s
obligations.

The member state's domestic law content, as well as domestic regulations needs to be
adapted to follow free trade principles, such as how to license monopoly, number of investors,
laws relating to investment and shareholders, advertising restrictions or promotional activities, etc.
The regulation should be few, but enforced equally to both imported and domestic products.
However, limitations may use the term "appropriate" rather than ‘limitation’. Member States must
have certain objectives and guidelines for international business direction, to avoid excessive
government interference in free trade activities.

Thailand has the experience with alcohol drinking problems rapidly, which is similar to other
developing countries influenced by both cultural and economic of globalization. This leads to the

increase in health problems related to alcohol consumption.

Suggestion

Control the market expansion of alcohol products

In order to develop effective strategies in preventing the dangers of alcohol consumption,
it is necessary to study the background of alcoholic beverages production and distribution. The
hidden reasons for drinking are aggressive marketing and lobbying the government, by alcohol
industry. Globalization increases the opportunity for the alcohol industry. The industry uses
international brands to dominate world market. Public health recommendations related to alcohol
industry are the following:

1. The government must follow the evidence-based policies to reduce harm from alcohol
consumption. Each implementation of the policy should be in the interests of public health
concerns, and according to the concerns of society.

2. The government should spend the budget effectively (tax money from the people).

3. Proportion of liquor tax according to the objectives, should be used to fund an
independent non-governmental organizations, on the basis of campaigns to reduce the harm
caused by alcohol.

4. Government should support NGOs which are independent and free from the alcohol
industry’s influences.
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5. Specific roles of non-governmental organizations (NGOs) are to influence the
establishing of effective alcohol control policies.

They (policies) should be announced to the society, and mobilizing community to prevent
alcohol industry lobbyists from weakening effective policies, and disclose alcohol industry behavior
which is dangerous to public.

6. Researchers in high-income countries should consider the ethics and responsibilities of
non-profit co-operation with alcohol industry in low income countries.

7. Surveillance and monitoring the behavior of alcohol industry is essential.

National action and multi-sectoral cooperation

The national operations need to focus on developing mechanisms to strengthen alcohol
control, as well as strengthening government officials in various sectors, in order to prevent the
impact of changes in alcohol price. National cooperation is necessary among stakeholders in
order to monitor and surveillance the alcohol industry from being listed on stock market, and
exemption of alcohol and tobacco from free trade agreement. The participation of the people
needs to be systematic, from impact assessment study to participative recommendations on
negotiating framework. These will make a meaningful participative process, and having real
impact which will benefit negotiation fully.

Issues which stakeholders should be concerned in setting policy framework on alcohol
control are the following;

- strategic planning by government sector, which should be free from alcohol industry
influence, is not allowing alcohol industry to participate in negotiating table. There are many
research studies which indicate the alcohol-tobacco dirty strategies and political influence through
lobbying power.

- strengthening the authority of government officials in the Ministry of Public Health and
private organizations (NGOs).

- trade negotiations, whether in the capital market, or free trade market, the Public Health

officials must participate in the meeting, besides the representatives from the economic sector.
