Excess deaths in South Africa drop during lockdown

Even with confirmed coronavirus deaths, the number of weekly deaths in South
Africa is less than forecast in recent weeks, a trend that health experts have
attributed to a ban on alcohol and decrease in vehicle use during the country’s
strict lockdown, which took effect March 27.
