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Abstract

This research project aims to represent the issue of roles
and relationship of dynamics among stakeholders under alcohol
control policy discourses. The study's purpose was divided into
three objectives: 1. To investigate the roles and relationships of
stakeholders in alcohol control policy discourses. 2. To conduct an
analysis of the tools available for decentralizing and enforcing
alcohol control laws and regulations on a national and local level.
3. To demonstrate the limitations of discourses on the relationships
and dynamics among stakeholders in the context of alcohol
control policies. The researcher employed a qualitative research
methodology that included document analysis and in-depth
interviews.

The following issues were examined in the research: 1.
Alcohol control policies were more fluid and dynamic than those
based exclusively on prohibition. Nonetheless, it was discovered
that the state subsidized the production and distribution of
alcoholic beverages in order to produce revenue for the public
sector. Consequently, the Thai state's approach to the manufacture
and control of alcoholic beverages has evolved continuously. 2. In
the cooperation between local governments and central
government agencies on alcohol control, a top-down operating
system was implemented in terms of centralization, with no
decentralization of management to local areas. Existing operations
make use of power tools through a document system that includes
orders and official letters. 3. Alcohol-related laws and policies
possessed a monopoly on power, adversely affecting the interests
of large capital groupings involved in the alcohol industry.
Furthermore, there were limitations due to the absence of
decentralization of alcohol laws and policies to stakeholders in

other sectors, such as localities and the general public.
