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Abstract - '

This qualitative research aims to explore the patterns and norms of alcohol
consumption among individuals who identify themselves as “non-problematic drinkers,” as
well as to study their perspectives and suggestions on the current measures to control access
to alcoholic beverages. The in-depth interviews involve 37 young working adults aged 20-29

from urban areas in Bangkok, Nakhon Ratchasima, and Chiang Mai.

The study found that alcohol consumption among young working adults serves clear
social functions, such as creating opportunities for socializing and building work networks. It
also symbolizes privacy, relaxation, aesthetics, taste, and social class. Consequently, young
adults have established their own drinking norms, which are shaped by personal and
environmental contexts. Their identity as drinkers is characterized by the freedom to drink
within limits, self-control, and avoiding negative impacts on themselves and others. Non-
problematic drinkers use their “image” as a tool to guide their drinking behavior, avoiding
problematic drinking that could affect their work, health, or social behavior. They are
particularly cautious of behaviors like heavy drinking, intoxication to the point of dependency,

aggressive or embarrassing behavior, and drunk driving, as these can tarnish their image.

Regarding measures to control access to alcoholic beverages, young adults prioritize
“universality,” “reasonableness,” and *practicality.” They support measures aimed at
preventing problems related to drinking and protecting public safety. However, they oppose

measures that are overly controlling or that they perceive as threatening their freedom.

The study suggests several measures: reducing the traditional use of labeling that
blames drinkers; adjusting the format or content of campaign messages to reflect the role of
alcohol in young adults’ lifestyles and their freedom to consume; enhancing communication
to present the intentions of control measures and promote understanding and acceptance of
social rules; developing infrastructure for measures that have majority support; increasing
penalties and labeling for those who cause damage, violence, or impact others due to
problematic drinking; and calling for joint responsibility across all sectors, including
policymakers, producers, sellers, and pub and restaurant operators, to prevent excessive

drinking without placing the responsibility solely on the drinkers.
